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Foundations to Practice:
Oncology Emergencies and Advanced Cancer Issues

Fall Session — Wednesday, October 1, 2008
This course addresses various oncologic emergencies, bone marrow depression, DIC, and
thrombotic events. Bone marrow immunosuppression and end-of-life issues are also

addressed.

This course is strongly recommended as a prerequisite for the Comprehensive
Chemotherapy and Biological Therapies Course.

Time & Location: This course takes place on the UPMC Shadyside campus in the Cancer
Pavilion, on the Second Floor in the Herberman Conference Center, 5150 Centre Avenue,
Pittsburgh, PA 15232. Registration and breakfast begin at 7:30 a.m. and lectures begin
promptly at 8:00 a.m. Course concludes at 4:30 p.m.

Who Should Attend: This course addresses the needs of registered nurses, pharmacists,
social workers, and other members of the health care team who care for oncology patients
in the acute care, outpatient, extended care, rehabilitation and home care settings. Nurses
and other health care professionals involved in cancer care, or those who wish to expand
their knowledge of cancer care, are also welcome to attend.
